Little Ken’Nai spent almost a year in a rehab hospital after severe medical complications at birth. Then the toddler’s parents found a KenCrest transitional care home. KenCrest has provided homes for medically fragile children for 20 years. Instead of spending their early lives in hospitals, the children live in a home-like setting with other children, caring staff, and round the clock medical care. “We are okay with waiting until she is healthy because we know that this house is the next best thing,” say Ken’Nai’s parents.

Last year KenCrest celebrated 105 years of service to the community in affiliation with the Lutheran Church. Today KenCrest is the largest provider of community-based services 
for children and adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities in Pennsylvania, reaching more than 8,000 people. KenCrest provides Early Intervention, Head Start, child development centers, in-home and employment services,
