Josie arrived at Lutheran Settlement House in crisis. She had been abused by her boyfriend, and was afraid to go back to the home they shared. An LSH domestic violence counselor offered support and helped Josie create a safety plan. The counselor also assisted Josie with filing a Protection from Abuse order and arranged for her to go a local shelter. Josie returns to LSH for individual counseling, and today she is planning to move into her own place. She credits LSH with helping her to have a second chance at happiness – “I feel like I’ve made a whole new start in my life. I don’t have to live in fear. I don’t know where I would be without my counselor and all the staff at LSH. Thank you!”

Based in lower Kensington, Lutheran Settlement House meets the needs of over 11,000 children, adults, and families each year through integrated social, educational, and advocacy services including adult and family education and employment programs, a bilingual domestic violence program, comprehensive services for senior citizens, and homeless services, which provide residential and material support to women and their children. Lutheran Settlement House’s services are offered free of charge and are open to all individuals regardless of incomes, age, ethnicity, sexual orientation, and religious or political affiliations.
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
