Fourteen year old Alex had changed public schools several times. His reading level was far below where it should have been for his age and he had repeatedly failed academically. Alex was frustrated with himself and impatient with teachers and fellow classmates. He would cry easily when he could not find the answer to a problem, yell at teachers, and argue readily with classmates. 

At Silver Springs-Martin Luther School, he was placed in an appropriate classroom and his teachers were in daily contact with his parent, who said, “Finally a program that focused on my son’s strengths and not his challenges. He felt he was a person and not a diagnosis.” Alex is now in high school performing above grade level. Silver Springs-Martin Luther School even helped Alex’s family when they were forced to move after an apartment fire. 
Since its founding in 1859, the children’s program at Silver Springs – Martin Luther School has provided a home, education, treatment and other services to children with special needs, and their families, in southeastern Pennsylvania and the State of Delaware, through residential treatment, special education and community based services including foster family care.
